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To all whom it may concern:

Be it known that I, GEORGE WYATT, of
Brooklyn, Kings county, New York, have in-
vented an Improved Centering-Tool, of which
the following is a specifieation.

This invention relates to a tool for rapidly
and accurately marking the center upon work
to be turned in alathe and upon symmetrical
work generally. :

The invention consists in the various fea-
tures of improvement more fully pointed out
in the claim. ,

In the accompanying drawings, Figure 1is
an elevation, partly in section, of myimproved
centering-tool. Fig. 2 isa bottom view of the
same.

The letter a represents a conieal shell open
on top and bottom and terminating at its con-
tracted end in an open tube ¢. Within this
tube there is free to move vertically a punch
b, the pointed end of which enters the con-
tracted end of the cone. A serew d, engaging
a groove ', of punch b limits its up-and-down
motion.

To the cone o there is secured a laterally-
projecting arm e, embraced by a slide f, which
may be locked at any desired point by clamp

f’. The shdefcaules a bracket g, that termi-
nates in a yoke ¢g’. By moving the slide far-
ther in or out, the yoke may be set at any de-
sired point beneath the flaring end of the cone.
In use the coneis projeeted over the upper
end of the work held in a vise. The work
may be a bar of metal, or any object of ¢ylin-
drical, square, or other symmetrical shape.
Asthe coneisbrought to bear upon the upper
edge of the work it will become automatiecally
centered. The slide f is now moved inward
until the yoke g’ comes to rest against the
work and holds it in a true position. Next
the punch & is brought down to indicate the
center by an 1ndentat10n when the operatlon

.| is completed.

What I claim is—
The combination of cone ¢ and tubec wnh
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punch b within the tube, an arm e, projecting

laterally from the cone, a slide f, embracing
the arm, a yoke secured to the slide, and a
clamp f’ for locking the slide, substantially

as specified.
